and the Navajo Nation. Within the Navajo Nation, the
largest Indigenous territory in the United States, the
decline of its coal industry, a mainstay of its economy
has spurred its youth to develop viable alternatives in
partnership with national environmental groups.
While in Sikkim, a surge in hydropower development
has been met with active opposition from Lepcha
youth, also in partnership with national and
international actors. In analyzing Indigenous activism
